Egan City Minutes
May 6, 2026 - Special Meeting 
The Board of Trustees of the City of Egan, South Dakota met in special session at 6:00pm on May 6, 2026, at the Egan City Office, 101 N. Irvin St. Egan, South Dakota.
Present: Board of Trustees – Cody Chamblin, Nancy Hansen, Jerome Olson, Michelle Ten Eyck, Mike Hein, and Finance Officer Maeghen Putnam. Citizens Attending: Donna Koehn, Barb Warborg, Larry Wilkerson, Ritta Wilkerson, Larry MacDonald, LiAnne Larson, Carol Larson, and Norm Koehn
6pm Chamblin called the meeting to order.
Motion by Olson, second by Ten Eyck to approve the agenda. All present voted “aye.”

Public Comment: Donna Koehn read a letter to the board that addressed the RV Dump Station. Egan residents have concerns over ongoing maintenance, water usage, misuse and material that may be dumped into the sewer system. This will be addressed more at the May 20th meeting.

Old Business: None

New Business: The Yard Waste Agreement between the City of Egan and the City of Flandreau was discussed. Egan residents expressed interest in having a local yard waste/tree dump disposal site within city limits. The area south of the ball diamond was considered; however, Chamblin stated that the location should remain available for campers during the summer months. Chamblin also explained that a potential permanent site has been identified, but excavation work is needed to prepare the area. In addition, to comply with EPA guidelines a city staff member should be present during operating hours because of concerns regarding misuse of the former yard waste/tree dump site, where batteries, tires, and other prohibited items had been improperly discarded. The proposed agreement with Flandreau is intended as a temporary solution for the current season while the City of Egan works toward establishing a permanent yard waste site within the community. A motion was made by Hansen, seconded by Chamblin to approve the Yard Waste Agreement, which includes a $1,000 payment to the City of Flandreau to provide Egan residents with no cost access to the Flandreau yard waste site. Ten Eyck and Hein voted “aye.” Olson voted “nay.”

Due to bankruptcy, an account was written off for $192.26. Charges will still proceed. Putnam wanted to write-off $184.13 due to water being requested to be shut off and pipes freezing in the residence. Motion by Ten Eyck, seconded by Hein to write-off the $184.13. All present voted “aye.”

The city agreed to not have city mow property unless the lawns are around 10 inches. Also, notice will be given to two residential properties that the city has maintained for years to inform them of mowing fees if maintenance is not provided by the owner. Official notice of the mowing ordinance will be submitted to the paper. 

Motion made by Ten Eyck, seconded by Hein to adjourn at 7:02 pm. All present voted “aye.”
